RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM

Thank you for choosing to register your child at St. Thomas Syro
Malabar Catholic Church School of Religious Education. We, the
catechetical team of this Parish, sincerely feel that we offer a very well
established, well-planned program to enrich and nourish our children in
our Catholic faith in a very safe environment. The staff of the St.
Thomas Syro Malabar Catholic Church Religious Education Program
consists of a group of caring adult Catholics who proclaim and share the
Gospel message of Jesus Christ, the Doctrine, and the Syro-Malabar
traditions.

The following outlines provide an overview of our program:

Classes are conveniently scheduled to meet on Sundays after
the 9:00 AM Holy Mass, 10:45 AM to 11:45 AM.

Classes are offered for Pre-K through 12th grade students.
Discussion forums are provided for adults on a regular basis are
conducted.

Our Vicar often visits the classes and becomes involved in the
teaching process.

Every year our teachers receive 24 hours of continuing
education in faith formation and relevant subjects.

Materials used in the program have been approved by the
Catholic Bishops and are in conformity with the Catechism of the
Catholic Church.

The Program strives to impart basic knowledge of Catholic
Christian faith as well as Syro-Malabar traditions and liturgical
celebrations.

Each class session begins with a prayer and ends with a prayer;
and special importance is given to Bible study.

Students learn their subject matter through a variety of teaching
methods and materials, such as songs, videos, games, projects,
art, stories, etc.

During the school year students have the opportunity to partake
in various cultural activities to exhibit their faith and talents.

In addition to our regular CCD program, our older youth
participate in educational retreat programs to enhance and share
their spiritual and social experience in an interactive and friendly
environment.

POLICIES AND GUIDELINES

PARENT INVOLVEMENT

As guided by the Church, the catechetical staff of St. Thomas Syro-
Malabar Catholic Church, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, believes that
parents are the primary religious educators of their children. Catechists /
Parents / students are partners in the teaching and learning process.
Parents can greatly aid teachers in the faith formation of students by
frequent evaluation of their children’s participation in the CCD program,
by attending Mass regularly, by encouraging family prayer, and by taking
an active interest in both the formal and informal religious education of
their children.

PRAYER

Prayer is an integral part of our life and each session begins and ends
with a prayer. In their individual classes, students are taught formal and
informal prayers and are encouraged to grow in their spiritual life.
Please review the prayers that your child learns in the class. Also, help
them in developing a habit of informal or “spontaneous prayer” at home.
Most importantly, parents should attend Sunday Mass with their
child/children, keeping in mind that the Sunday Liturgy is the most
important and mandatory worship, and participation in it is the
responsibility of all Catholics.

HOLY MASS

Regular and prompt attendance and participation is expected from all
students. We encourage you to “Celebrate each Mass as if it is your first
Mass; celebrate each Mass as if it is your only Mass, celebrate as if it is
your last Mass”. Try to come at least 10 minutes before the entrance
song of the Mass and sit in the designated pews in Church.

ABSENTEEISM/EARLY RELEASE

The school recommends perfect attendance for every student. Any
student who is absent from a session should submit a note signed by the
parent to the class teacher or to the CCD office on the following Sunday.

Any parent who wants an early release of their children should get
written note from the CCD office and submit it to the class teacher prior
to leaving.

HOMEWORK

Homework is normally due the following Sunday and the teachers will
grade the students. If the homework is not turned in, it will affect the
overall grade of the student.



GRADING POLICY

Grading of a student is based on several criteria. Some of these criteria
are: 1) Participation in the class, 2) Completion of homework, 3) Unit
test, 4) Attendance and active participation in the Holy Mass, and 5)
Final examination. At the end of each Semester report Cards will be sent
home with the students. Parents are expected to review them and
schedule conferences with teachers, if needed.

AWARDS

During the School Anniversary, 1) Perfect Attendance Award, and 2)
Best Student Award are distributed. Trophies will be awarded to the
winners of various art and literary competitions.

SCHOLARSHIP

The Best Student in 12" grade will receive $500.00 Scholarship instituted
by Mr. Josin James in memory of his grandfather, Mr. Joseph
Kanhirakattuthottiyil

SPIRITUAL READING

In order to assist students in building a healthy habit of reading spiritual
books, teachers will issue books from school library to their students.
Every student should strive to read at least one book in a month and the
teachers may provide a list of books that should be read in the calendar
year. Make a record of all books read in the year using the forms
provided with the Supplementary Study Materials.

DRESS CODE

Students may dress comfortably for class. All clothing should be neat
and within the bounds of good taste. T-shirts with offensive language or
pictures as well as revealing clothing are not acceptable. No hats are
allowed in church or during CCD class.

CELLPHONES, OTHER ELECTRONIC DEVICES
AND CHEWING GUM

Use of cell phones and other electronic devices are strictly prohibited in
the church and during class session. Chewing gum in church as well as
in class is not allowed.

BREAKFAST & LUNCH

Breakfast and lunch will be served on Sundays when classes are in
session. Breakfast will be served from 10:15 AM and lunch at 1:00 PM.
All parents are requested to assist PTA Committee in preparing and
serving food with proper training.



STUDENT BEHAVIOR

Students are expected to behave themselves in a manner befitting a
school situation in a Catholic environment. They must respect the
authority of the Vicar and catechist as a teacher, respect each other, and
respect school and parish property. Vulgarity, profanity, or any
disrespectful behavior will not be tolerated. Ordinarily, the teacher will
handle misbehavior in the classroom. If a child consistently and
deliberately chooses to misbehave, (interrupting the class and wasting
time for other students in class), the Vicar and the DRE will be asked to
assist in handling the situation. Parents will receive natification of such
incidents on the same day of occurrence.

Following are some of the specific procedures to be followed:

1. Class starts at 10:45 AM after the 9:00 AM Holy Mass in the church.
All students must be in their class rooms at that time.

2. Attendance will be taken at the beginning of the class before the end
of class the class leader will take the roster to the office.

3. Students coming after 10:55 AM will be marked LATE and will not
qualify for perfect Attendance Award.

4. Always keep the classroom neat and clean.

5. The class leader or assistant will clean the blackboard or dry erase
board before and after the class

6. No food or drink is allowed in the classroom, except in the Pre-K and
KG class rooms.

7. Use of chewing gum in the classroom is not permitted.

8. During class time no one is permitted to use bathroom privilege
unless it is very essential and with a hall pass from the teacher.

9. Atthe end of the class everybody will help organize the chairs in
order, pick up trash around each student’s area, and deposit them in
the trashcan before leaving the class room.

10. The classroom windows are kept locked all times for security
reasons. Students are not expected to open the windows during
class time.

11. At the end of the class, everybody will line up and go to the church
for the English Mass and lunch afterwards. Students who attended
Malayalam Mass may picked up by the parents from the church
before the beginning of English mass.

12. The class leader will make sure the classroom lights are turned off
and the door is closed and locked before going to church.

13. No writing or coloring on the walls is strictly prohibited.

14. Every student must bring learning materials, such as textbook, note
book, pens/pencils to every class. Teacher may give negative points
to those who violate this rule.
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SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION

First Reconciliation, Holy Communion and Holy Confi rmation

It is the policy of the parish that a child must attend a religious education
program for at least two years before the first reception of the sacrament
of Reconciliation, the Sacrament of Holy Communion and Confirmation

Ordinarily, children who are attending third grade catechetical program
are prepared for the Sacraments of Reconciliation, First Communion and
Confirmation in the class room itself. Those children in higher classes
who have not received these sacraments should attend preparation
classes. Parents of children preparing to receive First Reconciliation
and/or First Communion and/or Confirmation MUST attend sacramental
preparation meeting.

During this academic year First Communion and Confirmation will be
administered tentatively on June 11™ 2011. The sacramental preparation
meeting and prayer experiences for First Reconciliation and First
Communion for this academic year are as follows:

Thus, in
accordance with the mandates of the Church, missing sacramental
preparation meetings is not an option. Also, it is important to note that
parents’ attendance at these meetings is required even if the parent has
participated in sacramental preparation with an older child.

If your child is scheduled to receive one of the above listed sacraments
for the first time, please mark your calendars with appropriate meeting
dates. In the event that a parent cannot attend a meeting, an adult
substitute (godparent, relative) should attend in parent’s place.
